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Alpha Fitness Cited for Violation of Governor Wolf’'s Order

Chambersburg, PA — The Pennsylvania State Police (PSP) Chambersburg station issued
Alpha Fitness, 100 Sunset Boulevard West, Greene Township, Franklin County a citation for
failure to abide by Governor Tom Wolf's non-life-sustaining business closure order yesterday
after previously being warned by troopers.

On Wednesday, May 13, 2020 at approx. 4:38 p.m. troopers responded to Alpha Fitness for a
report of a business being open in violation of Governor Wolf's order. As a result of the
investigation, the business was cited for violating Governor Wolf’'s March 19 order suspending
in-person operations of non-life-sustaining businesses pursuant to the PA Disease Control and
Prevention Act, 35 P.S. Section 521.20. The incident was investigated by Lieutenant William
McAreavy, reference PA 2020-677424.

To date, Troop H has issued 46 warnings to non-life-sustaining businesses since enforcement
began on March 23.
