Please note that oral examinations are not conducted at any State Civil Service commission testing facility or any Pennsylvania State Police Troop buildings.  Oral Examinations are conducted only at the sites listed on the website.

Candidates should arrive 15 minutes prior to their examination time. We recommend that you wear business attire, as would be appropriate for a job interview. In a formal business environment, the standard of dressing is a suit or a jacket and pants. Women may also choose a skirt, or a dress paired with appropriate accessories. Candidates will not be permitted to smoke or use tobacco products at the examination site. Candidates should expect to be at the examination site for approximately one hour.

If you cannot report for testing on the date you are scheduled, please go to the SCSC web site at www.scsc.pa.gov to reschedule.  Click the link to “Online Services” located on the right-hand side of the homepage, type your User ID and password, then select “Application Status.”  Choose “Schedule Exam.” If your scheduling issue cannot be resolved at the web site, contact PSP Bureau of Human Resources, Officer Testing and Placement Division by e-mail at ra-entrylevelexam@pa.gov.

You are strongly encouraged NOT to bring any wireless communications or other unauthorized devices (i.e., calculators, cell phones, blackberries, IPODs, personal digital assistants) to the test site. The use of such devices is strictly prohibited in the test room. Under no circumstances will weapons of any kind be permitted in the examination administration area.

UNATTENDED MINOR CHILDREN ARE NOT PERMITTED AT THE TEST SITE. Candidates who report for testing with an unattended minor child will not be permitted to test.

 If you are the child of a Pennsylvania State Police enlisted member killed in the line of duty, please notify the Bureau of Human Resources by email at ra-entrylevelexam@pa.gov  immediately so that preference points that you are entitled to may be awarded.
